In 1853, six blocks away, the 
Church of  the Immaculate Conception of  the 
Blessed Virgin Mary (St. Mary’s) was established, 
ministering to Irish immigrants with the Rev. 
Peter McLoughlin. On September 1, 2007, these 
two historic parishes merged to form the Most 
Holy Trinity – St. Mary Parish. 

Today, we are a diverse community whose 
encounter with Jesus Christ inspires us to live 
and proclaim our faith; becoming a beacon of  
hope for all of  Williamsburg.
